Sample Writing Curriculum-2nd Grade

Writing is a celebration of the stories God has put in a child's heart expressed by the creativity and style He has invested in that student.
The Second Grade Writing Program is two-fold: a focus on the student (as a communicator) and a focus on the process of writing (and the product).

#1. Focus: On the Student as an emerging writer (This is ongoing/ throughout the year.)
Writer's Workshop: 

· This is the vehicle by which the student learns to write.

· Through regular written expression of topics (familiar to the student), the student learns grammar and writing strategies (such as prewriting, revising, proofreading and editing, conferencing, etc.).

Skills Emphasized in Second Grade:

· Becoming a Writer: Finding good reasons to write/selecting topics to write about/building a list of topics

· Learning Different Uses for Writing

· Writing about Small Moments (in addition to larger, broader topics)

· Writing creatively

· Learning Specific Techniques to Develop the Writer's Craft (using 'strong verbs', writing more details, putting adjectives at the end, etc.)

· Understanding the reading, speaking, writing connection
· Using writing to communicate and share ideas
· Learning different forms of publishing

· Becoming a more independent writer

· Writing in response to activities in other content areas (Bible, math, social studies, science)
