Practice Cards to Review Daily
Procedure:
1. First test the student individually to find out what he knows and what he doesn’t know.  Record the student’s responses.  If the student knows something without hesitation, add it to the column which lists what is already known.  If the student hesitates, gives a wrong answer, or cannot provide an answer put that fact in the column which lists unknown information (representing what the child has not yet mastered).

2. Using the results from the individual testing, create a set of practice cards.  Attach ten (or eleven) index cards to a metal ring.  There should only be 10 cards in the set of cards at all times.  A cover card may be placed in the beginning for the student to collect the signatures of people who listened to the student practice the facts.  Frequent repetitions with unknown information are critical in helping a struggling learner reach mastery level of that information.

3. Periodically, have the student flip through the practice cards with you or with any adult.  If the student knows an unknown fact without hesitation, put a dot inside the circle at the top right corner of the card.   When there are three dots in the circle, the fact becomes a known fact.  Then, remove one of the known ones, and add a new unknown fact.  Remember to draw a circle at the top right corner of the card (that has the unknown fact you're adding to the practice cards).
Suggestions for what to include in the practice card pack: 

· unknown shapes
· unknown colors
· unknown numbers
· Unknown days of the week
