Math Drill Pack
Procedure:
1. First identify which basic math facts the student knows without hesitation - with automaticity.  Record responses on a basic math facts chart.  Highlight the facts the student knows.  Put a dot in pencil next to facts which are not yet mastered.

2. Using the math facts chart, create a drill pack.  Attach ten (or eleven) index cards to a metal ring.  There should only be 10 cards in the pack at all times.  A cover card may be placed in the beginning for the student to collect signatures of people who listened to the student recite the facts.  Frequent repetitions with unknown information are critical in helping the student reach mastery level of that information.

3. Periodically, have the student flip through the drill pack with you.  If the student knows an unknown fact without hesitation, put a dot in the circle.   When there are three dots in the circle, the fact becomes a known fact.  Remove one of the known ones, and add a new unknown fact.  Remember to draw a circle at the top right corner of the card (with the unknown fact you're adding to the drill pack).
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
