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Course Description

This course will provide students with an overview of what is required to open a business. Students will assess their potential as entrepreneurs and learn how to recognize business opportunities. It will cover the definition, forms of business, marketing concepts, and business financing. The business planning process will be covered including market analysis, site selection and layout planning, marketing plan, pricing, promotion, management and distribution, operations and staffing, human resources, and financing.  The curriculum will include development of a business plan.  Students will develop an understanding and appreciation of the free enterprise system and its influence on career goals. Operation of the school store and participation in DECA district, state and national events and competition are available.

All students taking a marketing course are members of DECA – an international Association of Marketing Students with over 250,000 members - and may actively participate in competitions, leadership conferences and fundraising including the school store. Students also have opportunity and guidance for graduation projects.  DECA is a requirement for the course.  If a student does not want to participate in DECA, a classroom project is required.
