Revised Lesson Module 2
I teach sixth grade band and have one hundred eighteen students enrolled in my class.  In addition to large group rehearsals I teach small groups lessons with an average of six students per lesson.  During the groups’ warm-ups, we practice different rhythms and dynamics using our scale.  Each instrument group will complete their own rhythm warm-up by writing it down and the group leader will write the rhythm on the Smartboard.  The instrument groups will perform the rhythm first and volunteers will be asked to come up and write in the counting underneath the rhythm.  The entire group will then warm-up using that rhythm and each group will have a chance to write and perform their groups rhythm for the class.  After every group has had a chance, the students will play the song that we are working on for the concert and look for any rhythmic patterns that they may have difficulty with.  I will ask for student volunteers to come up and write the rhythms on the Smartboard so we can review them as a class and students will be asked to write in the rhythms in their music to ensure accuracy.
