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Galatians 2:4-5 And that because of false brethren unawares brought in, who came in privily to
spy out our liberty which we have in Christ Jesus, that they might bring us into bondage: (5) To
whom we gave place by subjection, no, not for an hour; that the truth of the gospel might con-
tinue with you.

2 Peter 2:1 But there were false prophets also among the people, even as there shall be false
teachers among you, who privily shall bring in damnable heresies, even denying the Lord that
bought them, and bring upon themselves swift destruction.

1 John 4:1-3 Beloved, believe not every spirit, but try the spirits whether they are of God: be-
cause many false prophets are gone out into the world. (2) Hereby know ye the Spirit of God:
Every spirit that confesseth that Jesus Christ is come in the flesh is of God: (3) And every spirit
that confesseth not that Jesus Christ is come in the flesh is not of God: and this is that spirit of
antichrist, whereof ye have heard that it should come; and even now already is it in the world.

False Brethren ! There is nothing more despicable than false Christians. They will go into
Christian circles to deceive, take over and even steal from God’s people. Their tactics are ex-
plained in God’s work as creeping in without being detected.

Galatians 2:4 And that because of false brethren unawares brought in, who came in privily to
spy out our liberty which we have in Christ Jesus, that they might bring us into bondage: ...

2 Timothy 3:1-7 This know also, that in the last days perilous times shall come. (2) For men

shall be lovers of their own selves, covetous, boasters, proud, blasphemers, disobedient to par-
ents, unthankful, unholy, (3) Without natural affection, trucebreakers, false accusers, inconti-
nent, fierce, despisers of those that are good, (4) Traitors, heady, highminded, lovers of pleas-
ures more than lovers of God; (5) Having a form of godliness, but denying the power thereof:
from such turn away. (6) For of this sort are they which creep into houses, and lead captive
silly women laden with sins, led away with divers lusts, (7) Ever learning, and never able to
come to the knowledge of the truth.

Spiritual Creeps
These “spiritual creeps” can and do cause much hurt and destruction to the work of the Lord.
The description of these false workers is very plain to those who desire to know the truth. They
are the kind who often complain about how decent Christians are doing
things for the Lord, or how much it is costing to do some Godly service, G d
but they would not touch a real service for God with a 10 foot poll. Here 0

is one good example of a False Believer at work:

John 12:3-6 Then took Mary a pound of ointment of spikenard, very answers
costly, and anointed the feet of Jesus, and wiped his feet with her hair:
and the house was filled with the odour of the ointment. (4) Then saith . knee
one of his disciples, Judas Iscariot, Simon's son, which should be-
tray him, (5) Why was not this ointment sold for three hundred mClI I
pence, and given to the poor? (6) This he said, not that he cared
for the poor; but because he was a thief, and had the bag, and bare
what was put therein.
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
