Example ★ — The Man was very jealous of his wife and family! —  ★ 

The Word Jealous or Jealousy appears 53 times in our King James Bibles!  Two of the most 
common verses that contain these words is found are:  
 

Exodus 20:3-5 KJV  Thou shalt have no other gods before me.  4  Thou shalt not 
make unto thee any graven image, or any likeness of any thing that is in heaven 
above, or that is in the earth beneath, or that is in the water under the earth:  5  Thou 
shalt not bow down thyself to them, nor serve them: for I the LORD thy God am a 
jealous God, visiting the iniquity of the fathers upon the children unto the third and 
fourth generation of them that hate me; 
 

Exodus 34:14 KJ  For thou shalt worship no other god: for the LORD, whose name is 
Jealous, is a jealous God: 

 

I. Jealousy Can Be A Godly Emotion (Notice the 2 Scripture Selections Above) 
 

II. Jealousy Can Be A Deadly Emotion  
Deuteronomy 4:24 KJV For the LORD thy God is a consuming fire, even a jealous 
God. 
 

III. Jealousy Can Be A Protective Emotion  
Ezekiel 39:25 KJV  Therefore thus saith the Lord GOD; Now will I bring again the 
captivity of Jacob, and have mercy upon the whole house of Israel, and will be jeal-
ous for my holy name; 
 

IV. Jealousy Can Be A Chastening Emotion  
2 Corinthians 11:2 KJV  For I am jealous over you with godly jealousy: for I have es-
poused you to one husband, that I may present you as a chaste virgin to Christ. 
 

V. Jealousy Can Be A Discerning Emotion  
Numbers 5:18-19 KJV  And the priest shall set the woman before the LORD, and un-
cover the woman's head, and put the offering of memorial in her hands, which is the 
jealousy offering: and the priest shall have in his hand the bitter water that causeth 
the curse:  19  And the priest shall charge her by an oath, and say unto the woman, 
If no man have lain with thee, and if thou hast not gone aside to uncleanness with 
another instead of thy husband, be thou free from this bitter water that causeth the 
curse: 
 

VI. Jealousy Can Be A Provoked Emotion  
 

1 Kings 14:22 KJV  And Judah did evil in the sight of the LORD, and they provoked 
him to jealousy with their sins which they had committed, above all that their fa-
thers had done. 
 

VII. Jealousy Can Be A Cruel Emotion  
Song of Solomon 8:6 KJV Set me as a seal upon thine heart, as a seal upon thine 
arm: for love is strong as death; jealousy is cruel as the grave: the coals thereof are 
coals of fire, which hath a most vehement flame.
