Romans 5:8 KJV  But God commendeth 
his love toward us, in that, while we 
were yet sinners, Christ died for us. 
 

Romans 5:8 CEV  But God showed how 
much he loved us by having Christ die 
for us, even though we were sinful. 
 

Romans 5:8 ISV  But God demonstrates 
his love for us by the fact that the Mes-
siah died for us while we were still sin-
