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 It is an old country saying, that anything 
with two heads is a monster.  Even the 
secular world thinks that something with two 
heads is a novelty or freak of nature.  The 
reason I suppose is, is that it is part of our 
nature to think of  the order of the creature, 
to be one of one head.  Go to about any 
side-show or carnival and anything with two 
heads is called a monster or deformed 
thing. Example, please consider the two 
headed snake our the two headed calf! In 
And in God’s thoughts, a person that is 
double minded is said to be unstable; one 
who is not entitled to answered prayer or to 
be relied upon. 
 

James 1:5-8 KJV  If any of you lack wisdom, let 
him ask of God, that giveth to all men liberally, 
and upbraideth not; and it shall be given him.  6  
But let him ask in faith, nothing wavering. For he 
that wavereth is like a wave of the sea driven with 
the wind and tossed.  7  For let not that man think 
that he shall receive any thing of the Lord.  8  A 
double minded man is unstable in all his ways. 

 

The Bible declares that God is One God! 
 

Deuteronomy 6:4 KJV  Hear, O Israel: The 
LORD our God is one LORD: 
 

1 Timothy 2:5-6 KJV  For there is one God, and 
one mediator between God and men, the man 
Christ Jesus;  6  Who gave himself a ransom for 
all, to be testified in due time. 
 

 Just like there is one God, there is also only one 
way to get to Heaven! God, because of His omnipres-
ence, was able to be in Jesus through His Holy Spirit, 
and still be seated on the Throne in Heaven! 
 

John 14:6-9 KJV  
Jesus saith unto 
him, I am the way, 
the truth, and the 
life: no man cometh 
unto the Father, but 
by me.  7  If ye had 
known me, ye 
should have known 
my Father also: and 
from henceforth ye 
know him, and have 

seen him.  8  Philip saith unto him, Lord, shew us 
the Father, and it sufficeth us.  9  Jesus saith unto 
him, Have I been so long time with you, and 
yet hast thou not known me, Philip? he that 
hath seen me hath seen the Father; and how 
sayest thou then, Shew us the Father? 

Part One 

 Now the first order 
of business for any hu-
man being is that they 
get a single mind.  This 
is possible only by turn-
ing from our sin to trust 
God’s only way for us 
to go to Heaven! 
 

Acts 4:10-12 KJV  Be it known unto 
you all, and to all the people of Israel, 
that by the name of Jesus Christ of 
Nazareth, whom ye crucified, whom 
God raised from the dead, even by 
him doth this man stand here before 
you whole.  11  This is the stone 

which was set at nought of you builders, 
which is become the head of the corner.  12  
Neither is there salvation in any other: for 
there is none other name under heaven given 
among men, whereby we must be saved. 
 

 We are instructed from God’s Word, that as 
Christians, we are to have one mind just as Jesus 
had.  You cannot have that single mind of Jesus, 
without having the Lord Jesus as you Savior first! 
 

John 1:12-13 KJV  But as many as received 
him, to them gave he power to 
become the sons of God, 
even to them that believe on 

his name:  13  Which were 
born, not of blood, nor of the 
will of the flesh, nor of the will 
of man, but of God. 
Also see Philippians 2:5-10 

 

 Once we become “created in our Lord Je-
sus”, Then our destiny is set to be like Jesus! 
 

1 John 3:1-3 KJV  Behold, 
what manner of love the 
Father hath bestowed upon 
us, that we should be called 
the sons of God: therefore 
the world knoweth us not, 
because it knew him not.  2  
Beloved, now are we the 
sons of God, and it doth not yet appear what 
we shall be: but we know that, when he shall 
appear, we shall be like him; for we shall see 
him as he is.  3  And every man that hath this 
hope in him purifieth himself, even as he is 
pure. 
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
