Formula for Student Success
☞ Before: Diagnosing (( Detective Work)
· Collect a variety of data:
· Work samples

· CBA (curriculum based assessment)

· IRI

· Interviews: parent(s), student, other support staff, etc.

· Running record

· Conference with student during reading

· Information in the student’s cumulative file (to look for patterns and/or clues)
· Check other factors:

· Vision and hearing

· Speech and language

· Health

· Current life stressors

· Environment (other students , physical – classroom)
· Plan

· Task analysis

· Identify might need adapting (instruction, materials, testing)

☞ During: Instruction – Best Practices

· Practice/ repetitions (procedural knowledge)
· Ongoing assessment 
· ADAPT as indicated – RTI  (making modifications & adjustments as needed) 
· Teach and encourage student’s self-regulatory skills
· Express high expectations to student
· Work with the team (parents, support staff, paraprofessionals, etc.)
· Use information organizers/graphic organizers
· Consider the student’s learning style and best practices identified from brain research (e. g., giving student choices, incorporating many senses, using novelty, adding music and drama, etc.)
☞ After – Ongoing:
· Assessment - monitor effectiveness of intervention(s)

· Communication with all team members

· Research (gather more information about the student, more info. about the student’s specific needs, or more ideas for future strategies to consider)
