Right There, Think & Search, and On My Own

Explanation

Use:

· Primarily in reading, but could be used in other subjects such as science and social studies
· Teacher and/or students could use this as a guide to ask questions.

Tell Students:

· For ‘right there’ questions, look at the book in one place.  They are literal questions.
· For ‘think and search’ questions, look at the book (in several places) and use you head.  They are inferential questions.
· For ‘on my own’ questions, you’ll find the answer in your head.  They are opinion questions.
Benefits of Use:

1. This is another way to provide structure to question and answer sessions.

2. This will help students who struggle in reading by letting them know where to find the answer to a question.  When asking a question, a teacher can point to a specific type of question to give a nonverbal cue to those students.

3. As student use this on a regular basis, they become better equipped to formulate a variety of questions on their own while they read (self-regulated learners).

4. This could be used to set the purpose for reading and for work in cooperative groups.  Example: ‘Read and come up with three ‘think and search’ questions regarding 
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
