Academic Concerns 
Students Struggling Academically and Parents Who Haven't Yet Agreed to Testing:


 adjusted well to his new school, making friends easily.  It is my prayer that we will find ways to help him succeed in his learning.  Your support,

's grades represent minimal success in the context of extraordinary measures (as listed on the attached accommodations checklist).  I'm amazed by her continued effort when presented with curriculum that is beyond her instructional level.  She did an excellent job on her book report.

Students Who Receive Help in the Resource Room (those with identified learning disabilities):



 seemed much happier and more relaxed this marking period, since she began going to the resource room for reading.  I appreciate how she always wanted to please me with her efforts in the classroom. 



 's success this marking period can be attributed partly to the incentive program that was put in place.  Your reinforcement at home has resulted in an increase in the amount of work 

  completes during independent seatwork times.  There are still times that 

  loses focus when distracted by things at his desk.  It's been exciting to see 

 's responsibility with his glasses.  It's been equally exciting to see him eating a variety of foods at lunch time.

  only recently started going to the resource room for reading and math, his grades in those subjects reflect work done in my classroom.

Student Who Needs Accommodations:


 continues to progress academically in the context of the accommodations and support that is provided.  Her greatest strength appears to been her ability to think of  creative ideas for writing projects.   Her desire to write seems to be growing.
The most noteworthy accomplishment for 

 this marking period was his book report.  He did an excellent job on it!  He continues to do well reciting his Bible verses.  It was helpful to learn that 

 does considerably better on some tests when he's permitted to dictate the answers, rather than writing them.

It has been my privilege to teach such a sweet boy as 

 and to help him face his challenges.  The psychological evaluation that was done in the spring provided insight into how the Lord created him.  That information will be helpful in understanding his strengths so they can be used to help him in areas that are difficult.  I know the Lord will be faithful to help 

 build a collection of strategies that help him best learn.  “Blessed be the Lord, because He has heard the voice of my supplications!... My heart trusted in Him, and I am helped…”  Psalm 28:6-7

Student Who Is Receiving Accommodations and Hasn't Yet Had a Psychological Eval. Done (but parents have agreed to it being done):

As you know, 

’s successful performance is dependent on numerous accommodations and many people working with her.  As we begin to look to next year, we’re aware that it is important to find a way for 

 to continue progressing and maintain her love for learning in the context of the additional repetitions she requires.  It is my sincere desire that we identify an appropriate academic program for third grade so that 

’s diligence* and determination* will continue.  Her sweet spirit in the face of challenges is an inspiration to me, and her perseverance* is remarkable.  It’s an honor to teach 

.  Her character is a good example of, “Put on therefore, as the elect of God…kindness, humbleness of mind, meekness…”  Col. 3:12

*Her effort grade does not reflect those qualities due to the inclusion of timely homework completion and class participation as part of that grade.



’s friendly personality has endeared him to everyone in the class.  I enjoy his sweet, gentle personality.  In just one marking period, he’s become more assertive.  The success he’s achieved on tests is in the context of numerous accommodations.  It’s my prayer that we will be able to identify a program that will be appropriate for him where he can best demonstrate what he knows and where he can progress academically as much as possible.  I look forward to the results of upcoming testing that will provide more guidance on how we can help

.  Frequent redirection is necessary for him to sustain focus while completing independent work.  However,

Student Recently Evaluated (but not yet receiving specially designed instruction in the resource room):

It’s amazing to me that 

 has adjusted so well to a new school considering the challenges he’s been facing.  His learning disabilities (recently identified), in combination with his visual limitations have not hindered him from making new friends and from enjoying class discussions and activities.  He really enjoys learning new things.  He especially enjoys adding new words to our ‘New Words’ wall.  I’m impressed with how much information we learned about 

 this marking period.  It’s a result of your involvement and commitment to your son.  Reports from the low vision specialist and the eating specialist will provide insight into what can be done to address 

’s vision and nutrition needs.  His new bifocals should make it easier for him to locate information.  The results of the psychological evaluation will help us design an individualized educational program that is suited to his current abilities and strengths.

This marking period represents a very significant time in 

’s schooling.  Thankfully, we now have some answers as to what can be done so that 

 will perform up to his potential.  The independent work incentive program initiated several weeks ago has resulted in increased motivation on 

’s part.  He has been working harder to complete his assignments in a timely manner.   The results from the recent psychological evaluation shed light on why 

 has had difficulty in math even though he was receiving extra support from CORA and had numerous accommodations.  We will trust God for creative ways to help him learn in areas that are weaker for him, by teaching him in accordance with his strengths.  

’s colonial community helper kit was awesome!  The silver glitter he put on several of the objects really demonstrated the amount of care and time he put into completing that project.
Student Recently Evaluated (but who didn't qualify for support in the resource room, and who requires accommodations):



 continues to demonstrate good academic performance.  It’s a blessing to teach a student with such a pleasant disposition.  I especially enjoy witnessing his thoughtful acts of kindness toward his classmates.  He’s a very compassionate boy.  I’m grateful for how proactive you are in helping to identify ways 

 can best be taught.  The information we received in the most recent evaluation provided insight into how God wired 

.  It will be helpful for me to consider his superior visual processing abilities when helping him with writing projects. 
Student Struggling in Reading:



’s academic performance remains strong.  We recently discovered that his use of an L-shaped index card helps improve his word recognition during oral reading.  We all enjoyed the mystery book he shared with the class.  It ignited a renewed love for reading those types of books in many of the other students.

Writing Concerns:



 is making strong progress academically.  I really appreciate his gentle spirit.  He is such a compliant boy.  The area of greatest improvement was seen in his writing assignments (writing thoughtfully and in complete sentences).  
Study Skills Concerns

Study Habits Need Improvement:



 has made good academic progress.  She has been much more alert and therefore involved in her learning this marking period.  Her greatest challenge, however, was in the area of study skills.  Her effort grade will improve with regular submission of homework assignments on time and with careful completion of independent work assignments.  Based on the specific improvements made in the past in areas identified as areas of need, I’m certain that 

 will develop the good study habits that will be necessary for continued academic success in future years.

Study Skills Concern (homework assignments submitted on time):



’s continues to make excellent academic progress.   Her effort grade does not reflect her ongoing excellent class participation (since timely submission of all homework assignments reduced her grade).   Her godly character is commendable.  I especially appreciate her respect to authority and her love for learning.  She is an excellent example of, “Whoever loves instruction, loves knowledge…”  Prov. 12:1a  

Study Skills Concern (slow pace of independent work):



’s effort grade, unfortunately doesn’t reflect his frequent and accurate contributions during class discussions or his careful attention to his work.  In contrast, it is a reflection of his need to submit all homework assignments in a timely manner.  As second grade winds down, it will be even more critical for 

  to increase the pace in which he completes his assignments (knowing that the volume of work required and the pace of instruction will increase next year considerably).  ).   His godly character is commendable.  I especially appreciate his respect to authority and his love for learning.  He reminds me of, “Whoever loves instruction, loves knowledge…”  Prov. 12:1a   I also enjoy his pleasant personality.  It’s a good example of, “Put on therefore, as the elect of God…kindness, humbleness of mind, meekness…”  Col. 3:12 



's academic performance remains excellent.   Her attention during class discussions reflects her love for learning.  She continues to be a deliberate worker.  It's a challenge to find a way to encourage her to increase the pace in which she completes her independent assignments without sacrificing the careful manner in which she completes them.  



's class contributions continue, even with increased volume.  The deliberate manner in which she completes her assignments is both a good character trait (because she completes her work with care), and an obstacle to her completing them on time.  I believe she's determined to improve her pace and look forward to her accomplishing that goal.  She continues to make excellent academic progress.

The most noteworthy thing to report is the strategy we discovered that helps 

 move a bit faster.  Just before starting the timed portion of her fluency test I say, "On your mark, get set, go!"  That little strategy seems to make a huge difference.  Periodically, I whisper that cute jump-start comment to her when she's working on her independent seatwork.  She smiles and resumes her work with more determination to complete it faster.
Sustained Attention Concerns:



 continues to perform well academically.  Her grades, however, do not reflect her true potential.  Often she ‘multitasks’ (doing something other than the task at hand) and misses information or instructions.  When I have her undivided attention, she seems to catch on quickly.  Her effort grade is a reflection of her study skills.  She needs to make sure all her homework assignments are submitted on time and that the checks her work sot that it is completed in accordance with the directions.  

 remains a very compliant child.  I especially appreciate her agreeable spirit.  She is a good example to other in the class to, “Do all things without murmurings and disputings.”  Phil. 2:14

It is a blessing to teach such a compliant student.  I enjoy 

's serious manner in which he approaches learning.  It is my prayer that 

 will learn strategies that will enable him to sustain attention.  I am enjoying getting to learn all the strengths that God has invested in 

.  For example his printing is extremely neat all the time, he can read books above grade level, and he is very organized.  I especially liked watching him lead the class in a Fundations drill.   

Careless Errors:



's academic performance remains strong.  Her grade in math is misleading because it doesn't reflect her ability.  More careful attention to her work in the future will reveal the true potential she has.   Her performance on projects for writer's workshop is excellent.  I've grown to love 

's agreeable disposition and her sweet, gentle spirit.  



 continues to demonstrate excellent academic ability.  However, some of his grades this marking period would be even higher if he didn't make careless errors (due to rushing).  I've grown to love 

's curiosity.  He really is invested in his learning, wanting to learn more and more each day.  I look forward to the talks we have at the end of the day when 

 stays briefly to chat with me.
Concerns Regarding Behavior

Behavior Concerns:



’s full potential is masked by his behaviors that interfere with successful demonstration of his abilities.  Behaviors such as talking and rushing interfere with timely and accurate performance of work assignments.  In order to improve his effort grade he needs to turn in all homework assignments on time and check his independent seatwork more carefully (making sure it was completely finished, that answers are correct, and that the directions were followed correctly).  In order to improve his conduct grade, he needs to seek attention by doing the right things (e. g., refraining from talking at specific times).  He remains enthusiastic about learning (as demonstrated by his eagerness to participate during discussions).



's success this marking period can be attributed partly to the incentive program that was put in place.  It's evident that 

 has maintained his motivation to complete his independent work on time.  It is my hope that we'll see similar improvement in the area of conduct next marking period.  

's difficulties with behavior occur usually during less structured times (recess, lunch time, in the hallway, etc.)  It is my hope that he will demonstrate a desire to behave during less structured times.  That will result in consistent self-discipline.  I appreciate 

's interest in class discussions.  He participates frequently.  

NOTE:  Since 

 only recently started going to the resource room for reading and math, his grades in those subjects reflect work done in my classroom.
In addition to 

’s outstanding academic performance, I’ve frequently observed his enthusiasm for learning.  His eagerness to participate in class discussions is refreshing.  There have been several occasions where 

 has demonstrated the potential to be a leader (in triad reading, and when he led the conversation with his classmates to solve the mystery of our missing marionette).  It is my prayer that he will demonstrate that positive character trait to improve his social skills (which will improve his peer interactions).   



 continues his strong academic performance. It is my prayer that his social and emotional growth will be as consistent as his academic growth.  I look forward to more consistency in his behaviors that indicate positive emotional maturity.  It’s refreshing whenever
