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Abstract
This research report presents twenty websites surrounding the topic of adolescent suicide.  Adolescent suicide is an issue that is becoming more and more prevalent, and the number of websites that address it can become overwhelming.  Much research has been done in order to compile a list of twenty websites that are both informative and easy to use for students, counselors, teachers, administrators, and parents/guardians.  Below, you will notice that all of the websites presented required an overall weighted rating of at least 6 out of 10.  Detailed findings in this report include the title of the website, a link to the website, an overview of the material presented, and a sample screenshot of the website. 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Suicide: A Duty Owed

You have been told by a student that her friend Jocelyn, a
‘Gounselee of yours, is threatening suicide. When you call Joelyn
in, she vehemently denies any consideration of suicide, scoffing at
the idea that she would ever harm herself. You are convinced and
you drop the issue without discussing it with anyone. She later
‘commits suicide. Do your actions pose an ethicl or legal
dilemma? What if it tumed out that she wasn't a suicide risk but
you informed her parents that she was? Do your actions then pose
‘an ethical or legal dilemma?

School counselors know all too well the damage to their
effectiveness ifthey have a reputation of breaking confidences and
calling parents. However, teenage suicide is also an unfortunate
reality of a school counselor's ife. The ambiguity of protecting a
student’s trust in the school counselor as a confidant and the need
to respect parents’ rights to be the guiding voice in their children’s
ves is a constant source of tension for school counselors. The
hypothetical case of Jocelyn above underscores the conflict
‘counselors face in trying to behave legally and ethically toward
students, parents, and their school district

Let's first look at the legal aspects involved. The law of negligence
involves injury or damage to another through a breach of duty owed
to that person. Duty owed means a legal responsibility one person
has to another, such as a legal responsibilty to drive with care so
you don't injure another person. Negligence requires the presence
of four elements:

1A duty is owed
2. The duty owed was breached.

3. There is  causal connection between breach of duty and injury.
4. Aninjury has occurred.

Until the Eisel vs. Montgomery County Board of Education court
case (1991), courts consistently found that school counselors did
not “owe a legal duty” to prevent a student's suicide. Eisel
strengthened counselors' legal obligation to students by satisfying
for the first time the first element of negligence and declaring that
school counselors have a special relationship with students and
owe a duty to try to prevent a student’s suicide.

The Maryland Court of Appeals in the Eisel case ruled that school
counselors had a dutv to notifv the parents of a 13-vear-old student

It provides information on suicide prevention, gives a list of inspirational quotes, lists articles on how to deal with various stressful situations, and allows you to read real life stories written by people going through the same struggles.  The “Bulletin Board” allows students to post on a variety of topics such as bullying, abuse, drugs and alcohol, school, peer relationships, abuse, and suicide.  Once posted, a counselor usually responds to the post, giving the student or individual words of encouragement and ways to get help.  The responses that the counselors provide are long, detailed, unique and not cliché.

The longer someone self-mutilates, the easier it becomes a habit or addiction to self-

mutilation. Many times, then, a mental health professional is needed to quit the habit. So good
for you for stopping on your own!

Many problems in people's lives are temporary problems. Eventually, they can get fixed, and
things can get better. Suicide, however, is a very permanent situation. There are no do-overs;
you don't get to experience anything that could be positive in your life.

So, suicide is not the answer for you. It is extremely important for you to figure out why you
may be having the thoughts of suicide. What could be causing your thoughts of suicide?
